In order to promote and preserve this

environment all parents and/or guardians of players are by registering their child in this league, agreeing to

abide by the following LJFL Code of Player and Parental Conduct.  The LJFL Board of Directors wishes

to express to you, your child, family and friends its sincere appreciation for following this code.

1. Academics:  Each player and parent recognizes that academic learning at school is first and foremost.

2. Zero Tolerance for Abuse:  The LJFL has a zero tolerance policy for verbal or other abuse to its referees, coaches and players.  Violation of this policy will result in the immediate expulsion of the violator from the football complex and/or permanent expulsion of the violator from the football complex.  Complaints concerning league referees or players shall be made in writing and presented to the LJFL Board through the coach of the player’s team.  Complaints concerning league coaches shall be made in writing and presented to the LJFL Board.

3. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT AND ACCEPTANCE OF CONCESSION STAND ASSIGNMENT AND PENALTY RULE

    Each team will be assigned a set number of turns during the regular season to help staff the league’s concession stand. 

    Each team will be required to have a maximum of three persons 18 years of age or older report for each shift assigned.

2. Every registered player will have a date or dates and times assigned to them for concession duty. It will be the responsibility  

    of the parent or guardian of each registered player to make sure that the player is represented in the concession stand when  

    assigned. Any player not represented at his or her assigned date and time shall be suspended from that team’s next 

    scheduled game. This will include playoff games.

3. There will be additional turns for each team as the playoffs begin and as each team advances in the playoffs. Because the 

    playoff schedule is shorter than the regular season some players may not be assigned a shift during the playoffs.

4. The shift assignment process for each player on a team will be determined by the Board of Directors each year. Whatever 

     method that is chosen by the Board shall be a random selection process designed to show no preference for any player or 

     coach or league official.

5.  If a parent wishes to trade his or her assigned shift with another parent, notification of any change must be submitted in writing to the concession staff at least 3 days prior with both parents’ signatures. 

  6.   Head coaches who have a child on the team they are coaching, shall not have a shift assigned to them. All head 

         coaches are required to work one home travel team game in the concession stand.

  7. The Head Coach is responsible for checking each assigned shift for his team that all parents have reported. If parent does  

        not report and a Head Coach did not report to check on his team’s shift, that Head Coach shall be suspended for a period    
        of seven days.

8. Each player will receive a concession assignment schedule for the regular season. The current and following week of 

    the concession stand assignment schedule shall be posted on the league bulletin board located next to concession stand.

9. The league understands emergencies such as a family member with illness requiring emergency medical treatment or a 

     death in the family do occur. If this prevents a parent from reporting and no alternate reports no penalty shall be imposed 

     provided proof of emergency is provided.  The league does allow each parent to use a neighbor, friend or any family member   

     18 or older may report for a player.   The league does not consider working late as reason for not reporting.
